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The NC Triad Affiliate 2010-11 Community Grant Priorities

Successful applications will have measurable objectives, consistent with the Komen Promise: To save lives and end breast cancer forever by empowering people, ensuring quality care for all and energizing science to find the cures.  The Komen NC Triad Affiliate has identified the following funding needs.  

Projects which:
· Reduce/remove barriers such as transportation, child care, and scheduling issues of screenings/treatments.

· Provide services for at-risk women under age 50.

· Fund mammograms for medically-underserved populations, regardless of age.

· Screen and provide follow-up for uninsured and underinsured women. 

· Increase breast cancer awareness and education for African American women.

· Increase the acceptance of breast health and visibility of free services as essential components in the lives of women who are medically-underserved. 

· Eliminate breast health and medical isolation encountered by women who live in rural counties. 

Applications which demonstrate the following are more likely to be approved for funding:
· Include active collaboration or partnership with other providers and organizations to maximize funding utilization and to improve effectiveness.

· Offer innovative programs and solutions. 

· Demonstrate new and inventive methods to measure effectiveness of educational programs and screenings.
· Rely on collaboration among schools, universities, colleges, and community colleges in our service area to promote and/or provide early detection and screening.

· Support screening surveillance among older, underserved women.

· Involve partnerships with faith-based groups or other community agencies that represent cultural/minority populations.

The following barriers were identified in the Affiliate’s regional Community Profile:  
· Transportation to service providers

· Fear of losing their jobs

· Inability to attend weekday clinics due to work hours

· Family-first women --- women in their early 40’s who tend to focus on their families first and therefore neglect their own health care
· Language and cultural differences

· Lack of insurance

· Lack of resources
· Fear of procedures and the belief in breast cancer myths
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
