Access to Treatment Support for Underserved Breast Cancer Survivors
Cancer Services, Inc. 

The grant will increase the organization’s capacity to serve breast cancer survivors with limited or inadequate financial resources by helping them secure cancer-related prescriptions, prostheses, bras, wigs, camisoles, health insurance, transportation, child care and more when there are no other means to secure these resources. [$52,500] 
Mammogram Program 
Community Care Center for Forsyth County, Inc.

Community Care Center provides free health care services to low income, uninsured and predominantly minority women. The program will help reduce the disparity in breast cancer treatment and prevention, provide breast cancer awareness education to their patients and make each woman aware of the importance of mammograms.  The staff is also educating patients to pass along the importance of screening to their daughters and friends.   [$50,000]

Allies in Hope 
Davidson County Health Department
The Davidson County Health Department will be using the funding to help pay for mammogram services, from the initial screening up through additional breast studies and surgical consultations for uninsured, underinsured, and low-income clients. [$51,263.50]

Bridging the Gap:  Serving Newly Uninsured Women 
Davie County Health Department
The Davie County Health Department will utilize its funding to provide newly uninsured and underinsured women in Davie County with breast cancer screening services.  Mammograms and other diagnostic tests will be provided to 70 women.  [$12,000]  

Breast Health Community Initiative to Improve Access and Preventive                            Care for Underserved, Disparate
Derrick L. Davis Forsyth Regional Cancer Center/Forsyth Medical Center Foundation

Derrick L. Davis Forsyth Regional Cancer Center seeks to address identified gaps in access and delivery of breast health services for medically underserved women.  The goal of this comprehensive, community-centered initiative is to enhance the capacity by at least 15 percent to provide outreach, education, screening and diagnostic services to at least 350 women 40+ in six targeted counties of Forsyth, Davidson, Davie, Stokes, Surry and Yadkin.   [$60,000] 

Hope for the Underserved
Forsyth County Department of Public Health
The Forsyth County Department of Public Health provides free breast screening through the Breast and Cervical Cancer Control Program (BCCCP)/ WomanWise Program to women 40-64 years of age without insurance, Medicaid, or Medicare.  Additionally, the WomanWise Program accepts younger women, ages 18-39, when a breast cancer diagnosis is suspected.  Because the need is great, the funds from this grant will help “fill the gaps” that the limited BCCCP funds cannot cover.  [$40,000]
Breast Navigator
Moses Cone Health System/Regional Cancer Center
To provide the best care for the uninsured, underinsured, and minority breast cancer patients, the Regional Cancer Center will hire a part-time dedicated Breast Navigator who will assist these patients and their families overcome barriers related to health care.  The Breast Navigator will serve between 125 to 150 patients.  As a member of the Breast Cancer Team, the Navigator will identify the medical, educational and social service needs of each financially or educationally underserved breast cancer patient and ensure that each person can access medical care, educational and other support services.  [$35,000]
IMPACT: Increasing Minority Patient Access Together
North Carolina Baptist Hospital
This medical center shares the Komen Promise, “To save lives and end breast cancer forever by empowering people, ensuring quality care for all and energizing science to find the cures.”   This regional collaborative program partners with affiliate medical centers and community resources that serve minority and indigent populations.  They provide education, referrals, and facilitate access to screening mammograms and other care as needed.  This program targets minority, uninsured women to provide breast health education, assists with removing barriers to access and care, and facilitates navigation of the health care system.  Other area community agencies which have partnered with NCBH this year include area health departments, churches, and the YWCA.   [$20,970] 
Expanded Mammography at Downtown Health Plaza

North Carolina Baptist Hospital
Downtown Health Plaza will provide mammography services during non-traditional clinic hours as well as offer free mammograms to women who are uninsured, with a focus on African American and Latina women.  Clinic hours will be Monday-Friday from 5:00 to 8:00 pm, Saturdays from 9:00 am to 1:00 pm, and Sundays from 1:00 to 5:00 pm.  This project is designed to reduce several barriers to screening including scheduling, financial limitations and transportation.  Cab fare will be available for those women without personal transportation and/or a means to get home from their appointments.  [$35,000]
ABC’s for the Underserved (Alamance Breast Cancer Screening for the Underserved) Norville Breast Care Center, Alamance Regional Medical Center (ARMC)
ARMC was the first hospital in North Carolina to oversee a Breast and Cervical Cancer Control Program (BCCCP).  This program is targeted to screen and educate all women in their community about the importance of self-breast exam, and to provide access to early screening.  The local Komen funding will help ensure that all uninsured or underinsured women in Alamance County will receive a screening or diagnostic mammogram and other diagnostic procedures.   [$60,000]  

Breast Cancer Outreach and Screening Project
Piedmont Health Services and Sickle Cell Agency
Piedmont Health Services and Sickle Cell Agency (PHSSCA), in collaboration with the Guilford County Department of Public Health, sponsors the Breast Cancer Outreach and Screening Project (BCOS). Goals are to increase breast health education on breast cancer prevention and early detection; and conduct risk assessments for 300 African American women (ages 40+ ) in public housing developments of Greensboro and High Point; and to increase access to breast health screening (via physical examinations and mammograms) for 75% of these women by March 31, 2011.

Breast Cancer Support Fund of Stokes County
Stokes County Department of Social Services
This Project will cover the cost of breast health screenings for Stokes County residents who are uninsured or underinsured.  The Stokes County Health Department works with Stokes County Department of Social Services to assist women who have no means to pay for screenings. This Project also assists patients who need screenings or need treatment for breast cancer with transportation expenses.   [$8,500]

Surry Breast Cancer Coalition
Surry County Health and Nutrition Center
Surry County Health and Nutrition will continue to be a staunch resource in the battle to provide every eligible woman in our county with an annual mammogram.  Funds will be utilized to provide women who are at or below 250% of the federal poverty level with screening mammograms and diagnostic services such as diagnostic mammograms, breast ultrasounds, MRI’s, and biopsies.  An interpreter is essential to the clinic due to the county’s ever increasing Latino population.  Every effort is made to ensure that all of our patients fully understand the importance of annual breast screening and early detection.     [$40,000]
Wilkes Women Fighting Breast Cancer
Wilkes County Health Department
The purpose of this project is to make breast screening and follow-up services available to women of all ethnic and economic backgrounds who are medically-underserved, uninsured and underinsured. Access to breast health services will be targeted to women ages 35-50, who do not qualify for Breast and Cervical Cancer Control Program (BCCCP) funds, have lost their employment, and those who do not value the service for themselves due to ethnic, cultural, or self-worth ideologies. [$25,000] 

Mammograms -- Hope for Everyone
Yadkin County Health Department
In keeping with the mission and vision of Susan G. Komen for the Cure, NC Triad Affiliate, this project will provide both screening and diagnostic mammograms for those populations who do not qualify for other sources of funds.  The funding for this project will also provide education about breast cancer prevention and the importance of early detection.    [$20,000]
