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Program Summary of 2011-2012 Community Grants
Access to Treatment Support for Underserved Breast Cancer Survivors
Cancer Services, Inc.  - $50,000
Cancer Services will address any financial needs related to treatment support for breast cancer survivors. The project will provide comprehensive financial assistance to breast cancer survivors with limited or inadequate financial resources by helping them secure vital cancer-related prescriptions, prostheses, bras, wigs, camisoles, health insurance, transportation, child care and more. 

Mammogram Program 
Community Care Center for Forsyth County, Inc. - $44,000
The goal of Community Care Center’s (CCC) mammography program is early detection of breast cancer when treatment is most effective.  CCC provides free health care services to low-income, uninsured women, more than seventy percent of whom are minorities.  The center helps reduce the racial disparity in breast cancer treatment and prevention.  In addition to providing mammograms and diagnostic procedures, CCC provides breast cancer awareness education to patients.  
Allies in Hope 
Davidson County Health Department - $50,000
The Davidson County Health Department will be using the funding to help pay for mammogram services, from the initial screening up through additional breast studies and surgical consultations.  The women served are uninsured, underinsured and low income clients served through the health department’s Breast and Cervical Cancer Control Program (BCCCP) and Family Planning Program, Davidson Medical Ministries Clinic, Wake Forest Baptist Health Lexington Medical Center and Thomasville Medical Center. 
Faith-Hope-Community Empowerment-Serving the Uninsured/Underinsured Hispanic and African American Women 
Davie County Health Department – $16,000
The Davie County Health Department will provide uninsured/underinsured Hispanic and African American women in the county with breast cancer screening services and educational outreach sessions to local faith based communities.  Mammograms and diagnostic tests will be provided to 70 women.  These women will also be provided with educational materials.  Davie County Health Department will continue to partner with A Storehouse for Jesus, Medical Associates of Davie, Wake Forest Baptist Health Davie County Hospital, The Breast Clinic of Winston-Salem and Wake Forest Baptist Health for referrals and provision of services.  

Breast Health Community Initiative Helping Medically Underserved Women Gain Access to Quality Services 
Derrick L. Davis Forsyth Regional Cancer Center/Forsyth Medical Center Foundation - $50,000
Recognizing differing needs and obstacles medically underserved women encounter in accessing quality health care, the Derrick L. Davis Forsyth Regional Cancer Center has designed a strategic community-centered initiative focusing on education and early detection of breast cancer. The ultimate goal is to help disparate woman gain access to and use breast health services and to improve the delivery of screening and education – the best tools for the early detection of cancer to help ensure the best chances of survival.  Services will be focused on an eight-county region consisting of Forsyth, Davidson, Davie, Guilford, Rockingham, Stokes, Surry and Yadkin counties. 

Hope for the Underserved
Forsyth County Department of Public Health - $47,000
The Forsyth County Department of Public Health provides free breast screening through the Breast and Cervical Cancer Control Program (BCCCP)/ WomanWise Program to women 40-64 years of age without insurance, Medicaid, or Medicare.  Additionally, the WomanWise Program accepts younger women, ages 18-39, when a breast cancer diagnosis is suspected.  Active collaboration between essential stakeholders in the county allows Forsyth County’s underserved women to receive funds and resources for breast services. These community partners include: The Breast Clinic, the Community Care Center, private medical providers as well as both medical centers, Wake Forest Baptist Health and Novant Forsyth Medical Center.

Rockingham County Breast Cancer Education and Screening Initiative

Morehead Memorial Hospital Foundation, on behalf of the Rockingham County Healthcare Alliance members - $50,000

This is a county-wide collaborative grant directing resources for education, outreach and screening to the Free Clinic of Rockingham County, the Breast and Cervical Cancer Control Program at the Rockingham County Department of Public Health, Annie Penn Hospital and Morehead Memorial Hospital.  Patients will be referred to Annie Penn Hospital or Morehead Memorial Hospital for screening services. Education/supplies/outreach funds will be allocated to each participating organization to provide education and outreach during the grant period primarily to minority, rural and low income women.  

Bridging the Gap:  Supporting the Underserved
Moses Cone Health System/Regional Cancer Center - $36,000
Moses Cone Health System Regional Cancer Center plans to continue the Breast Clinic Navigator position because of the positive impact it has made for the underserved population.  The Breast Clinic Navigator identifies needs of each financially or educationally underserved breast cancer patient and identifies resources that reduce barriers that could prevent the person from receiving the necessary treatment and care - specifically, to foster their increased participation in their own treatment which improves compliance.  


IMPACT: Increasing Minority Patient Access Together
North Carolina Baptist Hospital/Wake Forest Baptist Health - $21,000
The IMPACT program's purpose is to increase community outreach efforts and guide underserved, underinsured, primarily African-American and Hispanic women, through the complex treatment paradigm for breast cancer.  The key program activities are to: (1) coordinate breast care services through use of patient navigators, (2) engage in community outreach, and (3) provide screening mammograms.   Evaluation methods will include the review of program data and satisfaction reports.  Patient satisfaction will be measured through institutional and program surveys.
Neighbors Helping to Serve Our Community

Northern Hospital of Surry County - $47,102.23
Through the grant program, Northern Hospital intends to provide breast imaging services to more than 400 of the community's medically underserved women. African American women will be the focus group; however, all races and genders may be eligible for the services offered.  This grant will also provide Northern Hospital the resources to educate the uninsured and underinsured population, potentially saving lives by providing early breast cancer detection.
ABC’s for the Underserved (Alamance Breast Cancer Screening for the Underserved) 
Norville Breast Care Center, Alamance Regional Medical Center (ARMC) - $50,000
This is a very valuable and necessary program for the women of Alamance County.   The goal is to screen and educate all women in the community about the importance of self breast exam, and to provide access to early screening and diagnostic procedures. This grant “covers the gaps” and supplements funding received through the Breast and Cervical Cancer Control Program (BCCCP).  Without the program, ARMC would not be able to screen as many women in this underserved population.   In addition, the program’s goal is to increase breast cancer awareness in the community by offering breast cancer educational programs and events.

Mammogram Assistance Fund

Randolph Hospital - $49,734
Staff at Randolph Hospital feels every woman, regardless of economic status, should have access to a mammogram when recommended by their physician to detect breast cancer at its earliest stage. The primary goal of this project is to ensure that underserved women, specifically African-American, Hispanic and other minority populations, receive screening mammograms at Randolph Hospital’s Breast Center.This program is committed to helping underserved women in Randolph County obtain their annual screening mammograms at no cost.   A Breast Navigator/Outreach Coordinator, recently funded by a grant from The Avon Foundation, will market the Mammogram Assistance Fund increasing the opportunity for women in the community to be screened and promote the importance of early detection. 

Sisters for Life in Stokes County
Stokes Family Health Center – $9,000
The Sisters for Life Project in Stokes County will increase community awareness about the availability of breast health services to reach the medically underserved population. The health care providers in the community will be encouraged to refer patients to Stokes Family Health Center to receive mammograms through The Breast Clinic’s mobile unit.    Mammograms and financial assistance for treatment will be provided for women who are uninsured and underinsured. 
Surry’s PROMISE (Public Resource Offering Mammograms, Instruction, Screening and Education)
Surry County Health and Nutrition Center – $20,000
The Surry County Health and Nutrition Center is committed to serving the health needs of the women in their community.  Funds will be utilized to provide women who are at or below 250% of the federal poverty level with screening mammograms and diagnostic services.  Surgical consults and biopsies will be provided when deemed medically necessary.  This funding allows the agency to continue to be at the forefront in the fight against breast cancer in this rural community.
Wilkes Women Fighting Breast Cancer
Wilkes County Health Department – $25,000
The purpose of this project is for Wilkes County Health Department in conjunction with other community partners to make breast screening and follow-up services available to women of all ethnic and economic backgrounds who are medically-underserved, uninsured and underinsured. Access to service is targeted to women ages 35-50, who do not qualify for the Breast and Cervical Cancer Control Program (BCCCP) funds, have lost their employment, are unemployed or/and to reach those who do not value the service for themselves due to ethnic, cultural, or self-worth ideologies.   Wilkes County Health Department in cooperation with Wilkes Regional Medical Center and Valley Radiologists will conduct screening mammograms and follow-up for women who qualify.
Mammograms -- Hope for Everyone
Yadkin County Health Department – $20,000
This project will provide both screening and diagnostic mammograms for those populations who do not qualify for other sources of funds.  The funding for this project will also provide education about breast cancer prevention and the importance of early detection.  This funding will help to cover costs for those who do not qualify for the Breast and Cervical Cancer Control Program (BCCCP).  In addition there will be a monthly evening clinic at the local hospital to assist those women who cannot keep a daytime appointment for this important screening test.
